The LRI3E / HRI3E use a heat exchanger and efficient combustion technol-
ogy to provide extreme heating efficiencies. The more efficient an appliance 
becomes, the lower the flue gas temperatures becomes. 
On start-up, flue temperatures are required to initiate venting action.  

Here are some considerations when setting up the LRI3E / HRI3E:

�When operating the unit in temperatures below 50° F, run the pilot in "Standing 
Pilot" mode, 1.

Blower:	
Regency gas appliances use high tech blowers 
to push heated air farther into the room.

This sound will increase or decrease 
in volume depending on the speed setting of your 
fan speed control.

Burner Tray: 
The burner tray is positioned directly under the 
burner tube(s) and logs and is made of a different 
gauge material from the rest of the firebox and 
body. Therefore, the varying thicknesses of steel will 
expand and contract at slightly different rates which 
can cause "ticking" and "cracking" sounds.

DISCLAIMED, THEN SUCH WARRANTIES ARE LIMITED IN DURATION TO THE DURATION OF THIS WARRANTY.
